TweenFest	is	the	children	and	youth	component	of	the	

festival	which	showcases	the	talents	of	
our	children	and	youth	performers.	With	free	cultural	
workshops 	 and 	 premium	 per formances 	 by	
international	and	local	acts	we	continue	to	surpass	the	
expectations	of	our	patrons	and	sponsors	alike.

NEED
Although	Toronto	excels	at	attracting	musical	 talent,	
both	internationally	and	nationally	unfortunately	the	
reggae	 industry	does	not	strive	 �inancially	 like	other	
musical	genres	(i.e.	Hip	Hop,	R&B	and	Pop)	because	of	

the	 lack	 of	 �inancial	 support	 and	 employment	
opportunities.	 This	 lack	 of	 support	 has	
hindered	the	growth	of	the	reggae	industry	
both	 nationally	 and	 internationally.	
Rastafest	 has	 contributed	 to	 the	 reggae	
music	 industry	by	creating	employment	
through	 the	 various	 musical,	 �ilm	 and	
video	activities.

WHERE	YOUR	MONEY	GOES
