


Air
Fly into Fort Lauderdale/Hollywood International  
Airport, Pompano Beach is only 16 miles north, just 
off Interstate 95.

For those arriving into Miami International Airport, 
Pompano Beach is 38 miles north, off Interstate 95. By 
private plane fly directly into Pompano Beach Air Park.

Driving
From Interstate 95 take Exit 36 Atlantic Blvd east, Co-
pans Rd. Exit 38 east or Sample Rd. Exit 39 east. From 
the Turnpike south take exit 67 Coconut Creek Park-
way/MLK Jr, take Atlantic Boulevard east towards the 
ocean, going north take Exit 66, Atlantic Boulevard east. 

From the Turnpike south take exit 67 Coconut
Creek Parkway/MLK Jr, take Atlantic Boulevard east
towards the ocean, going north take Exit 66, Atlantic
Boulevard east.

Railway/Bus
Visitors taking Amtrak, your station will be Deerfield 
Beach or Fort Lauderdale. For local Tri-Rail visitors, 
Pompano Beach station is your stop. If you prefer 
bus, it’s Greyhound to the Fort Lauderdale station.
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Pompano Beach, “Florida’s Warmest Welcome”, in 
the heart of Florida’s Gold Coast boasts some of 
the warmest and clearest waters, welcoming sandy 
beaches and calming breezes. 

Pompano Beach has experienced a major renais-
sance and is a vibrant, sophisticated, multidi-
mensional destination with a three mile stretch of 
pristine shoreline, restored dunes and tree shaded 
playgrounds and exercise areas.

Pompano Beach is named for the Pompano, a spe-
cies of inshore tropical game fish which swims 
abundantly in the areas warm Atlantic Ocean.
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The Fishing Village is a six-acre site next to the new 
Fisher Family Pier which includes the Beach House 
and the Oceanic restaurant directly on the beach as 
well as the Lucky Fish Beach Bar & Grill, for casual 
come as you are dining. 

Located on the southeast corner of the Pier Parking 
Garage, is the Pompano Beach Visitors Center which 
is open daily. Visitors and residents alike are encour-
aged to drop in, get information on local events, see 
what’s happening around the City and pick up com-
plimentary discount coupons for local attractions and 
eateries.

Alvin’s Island is a beach goods megastore. Soon you 
will also find Kilwin’s Ice Cream, Burger Fi and Cannoli 
Kitchen, all steps away from the new Hilton Hotel.

The new Fisher Family Pier anchors the Village. It fea-
tures lights, shade structures, benches, splinter free 
railings, marine related artwork, Wifi, a bait and tackle 
shop and state of the art security cameras. It is 896 
feet long, high enough to withstand sea level rise and 
wide enough to reduce risk of people getting hooked 
by cast fishing lines as they stroll along the pier, The 
east end of the pier is shaped like a stylized Pompano, 
its namesake.

Scuba diving and snorkeling are permitted every-
where. Pompano Beach has the most magnificent 
natural coral reefs that you can swim to from shore. 
For the serious diving enthusiasts, Pompano Beach is 
the “Wreck Capitol“ of Florida, 18 wrecks are located 
off the shores of Pompano Beach, including the Lady 
Luck and the Okinawa, recently sunk about one mile 
off the  Fisher Family Pier to create an artificial reef. 
The linear reef creates perfect conditions for divers.

Dining in Pompano Beach is a culinary adventure. 
For those that enjoy exquisite fine dining, wonderful 
steak dinners, seafood delicacies beyond the imagi-
nation and fine international cuisine from around the 
world the choices are endless.  Pompano Beach has 
an array of fun casual bistros throughout the City 
and cool tropical beach bars that are enjoyed by vis-
itors and residents alike. 
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Pompano Beach is a dynamic cultural hub. The 
Pompano Beach Cultural Center includes a 300-seat 
theatre which can convert to a cabaret style venue 
with table tops and chairs. The Gallery at the Center 
has achieved acclaim for its curatorial showcasing 
of regional, national and international artists.

The Pompano Beach Amphitheatre is a 3,000-seat 
outdoor venue that offers an amazing concert  
experience with one epic act after another. 
The Amp is know for hosting a wide variety of  
concerts ranging from Hard Rock, Country, Soul, 
Rap and everything in between. 

Ali Cultural Arts Building is a unique venue  
offering public visual art exhibits, musical and dance 
performances, showing a glimpse into the heritage of 
the Pompano Beach African-American community,  
and has become a center for the arts and history of 
Pompano Beach.

Bailey Contemporary Arts (BaCA) is a beautiful  
contemporary art gallery. On the second floor there 
are working studio spaces for Bailey’s resident  
artists, who range from collagists to potters, paint-
ers to sculptors. Patrons can venture upstairs to 
watch them create. The center area provides lounge 
places for brainstorming or small meetings. It is 
the second oldest historical building in Pompano 
Beach.

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The Pines Championship Golf Course was redesigned 
by world renowned golf course architect and Golf Hall 
of Famer Greg Norman. The 18 hole course features 
over 7,100 yards and with a par of 72. The adjacent 
Palms Course is a traditional Florida course challeng-
ing golfers of all skill levels. It is 18 holes, par 71, and 
over 6,280 yards.

At Palm Aire Country Club daily fees are available at all 
three courses. The Palms Course has 18 holes, over 
6,931 yards with a par of 72. The Cypress Course is a 
par 71 and over 6,880 yards. The 18 hole Oaks Course 
is over 6,910 yards with a par of 71.

Pompano Beach Municipal Tennis Center is located 
within Community Park,  it offers 16 lighted profes-
sional clay courts for day and night play. Hard courts 
are available at seven other locations throughout 
the City.  Seven Pickleball Courts are also located at 
Community Park.

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There are always large scale cultural and commu-
nity festivals and events happening around the City. 
The Pompano Beach Seafood Festival is held in late 
April, the world famous Pompano Beach Fishing  
Rodeo is in May, the Saltwater Circuit, a three 
leg fishing tournament takes place  from May to  
August. Every first Friday of the month, Old Town 
Untapped is very popular with visitors and residents 
alike. The Saturday Green Market is a must visit 
during the winter.

Sample-McDougald House is a 4,700 square feet  
historic home built in 1916. It is currently located at 
450 Northeast 10th Street, but was originally built on 
Dixie Highway and moved by the Sample-McDougald 
House Preservation Society. In 2004, it was added 
to the U.S. National Register of Historic Places. The 
house is open to the public and welcomes visitors.
