• From Zanesville take US-22 W towards Somerset.
• Continue on US-22 W to OH-664 S towards Bremen.
• Take OH-664 S to OH-374 W.
• Turn right onto OH-56 E toward Starr.
• �Take OH-278 N towards Carbon Hill. Take OH-278 N, 

OH-595 N and OH-93 N toward East Fultonham.
• �Continue on OH-93 N to OH-345 N to US-22 E 

towards Zanesville.

Take The Tour (173 miles)
• �From Zanesville take State Rte 60 S towards Gaysport.
• Continue on State Rte 60 S towards Neelysville.
• Take State Rte 60 S towards Marietta.
• Take OH-26N towards Graysville.
• Continue on OH-26 N towards Woodsfield.
• Take OH-78 W to OH-821 N towards Caldwell.
• �Take OH-821 N, OH-340 W & OH-146 W to Zanesville.

Take The Tour (128 miles)
• From Zanesville take OH-93 N towards Plainfield.
• Continue on OH-93 N towards Sugarcreek.
• Take OH-39 W towards Millersburg.
• �Follow US-62 W/Amish Country Byway to  

State Rte 60 S/US-36 W.
• Take State Rte 60 S back towards Zanesville

• From Zanesville take OH-555 S towards Ringgold.
• Continue on OH-555 S to OH-32 towards Belpre.
• Continue on OH-618 E to OH-7 N toward Constitution.
• Take OH-676 W towards Watertown to OH-792 N.
• OH-792 N to OH-376 N at Stockport.
• Take OH-376 N towards McConnelsville.
• Take OH-78 E/N to OH-284 towards Young Hickory.
• Take OH-284 N to OH-146 W towards Zanesville.
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
