History of Boldt Castle

In the early 1900’s, George C. Boldt, millionaire proprietor of the world
famous Waldorf Astoria Hotel in New York City, set out to build a full
size Rhineland Castle on a picturesque Heart Island.

Boldt's family shared four glorious summers on the island in the
Alster Tower while 300 workers fashioned the six story, 120 room cas-
tle, complete with tunnels, a powerhouse, Italian gardens, a draw-
bridge, and a dovecote. Not a single detail or
expense was spared.

The grandiose structure was to be a display -
of his love for his wife, Louise. In 1904,
tragedy struck. Boldt telegrammed the island !
and commanded the workers to immediately |
"stop all construction." Louise had died sud-
denly. Boldt never returned to the island,
leaving behind the structure as a monument
of his love.

For 73 years, the castle and various stone
structures were left to the mercy of the wind, |
rain, ice, snow and vandals. ke
Since 1977, when the 1000 Islands Bridge
Authority acquired the property, several mil-
lion dollars have been applied to rehabilitat-
ing, restoring and improving the magnificent Heart Island structures.
