Sometimes called Hollywood East, 
Long Island’s connection to fi lm 
history dates to silent cinema 
when opulent parties and 
renowned mansions attracted 
international stars such as Charlie 
Chaplin. If you haven’t visited our 
mansions or romantic beaches in 
person, you’ve probably seen
them on the big screen! From 
Martin Scorsese’s cinematic 
classics to Adam Sandler’s laugh 
fests Long Island has served as 
the backdrop for hundreds of 
celebrated fi lms and TV shows. 
Here are locations where you can 
recapture Hollywood magic on
your next visit to New York City’s 
Beachfront Backyard.

Citizen Kane (1941), Orson Welles’ debut 
feature considered by many critics to be 
the greatest American movie, was partly 
shot in Huntington at the famed Oheka 
Castle (tours available daily). Oheka also 
was a location for Tina Fey and Amy 
Poehler’s 2015 comedy, Sisters, and Taylor 
Swift’s Blank Space music video. Oheka 
guests can visit a room dedicated to 
Charlie Chaplin’s attendance at many 
glittering aff airs.

Memorable moments in The Godfather 
(1972) were shot on Long Island, including 
the infamous “off er he can’t refuse” horses’ 
head scene in a bedroom at the Falaise 
Mansion at Sands Point Preserve on
Long Island’s Gold Coast. Falaise is open
to the public, so guests can step back
into movie-making history on tours 
available weekly. 

More recently, in 2013 Hollywood leading 
man Leonardo DiCaprio played the title 
role in a fi lm adaptation of The Great 
Gatsby (which was also set on Long
Island’s Gold Coast). Filming took place at 
mansions and various other North Shore 
locations. DiCaprio returned to the Island 
that year for the popular The Wolf of Wall 
Street, fi lming at Sands Point Preserve, at 
the Crescent Beach Club in Bayville and
Mill Hill Farm, a horse farm in Wainscott. 

Webb Institute in Glen Cove stood in for 
Wayne Manor in Tim Burton’s Batman 
Forever (1995). A Perfect Murder (1998) and 
Sex and the City 2 (2010) fi lmed at 
Salutations Mansion, also in Glen Cove. 

Legendary director Martin Scorsese has 
been shooting classics here for decades. 
The vacation scene in Goodfellas (!990) was 
shot in Atlantic Beach. Scorsese returned to 
fi lm The Irishman, another mobster fl ick, 
with longtime collaborator and Montauk 
resident Robert De Niro, at The Roadway 
Inn in Huntington Station. De Niro fi lmed 
2016’s The Comedian at Governor’s 
Comedy Club in Levittown. 

Long Island’s lighthouses tower over 1997’s 
Men in Black (Fire Island Lighthouse) and 
What Happens in Vegas (2008) starring 
Ashton Kutcher and Cameron Diaz.  

Mega star Will Smith and Long Island
local Kevin James fi lmed the comedy hit, 
Hitch (2005), at Old Westbury Gardens. 
Other notable fi lms shot at the famed 
estate include Denzel Washington’s 
American Gangster, The Devil’s Advocate 
and Cruel Intentions. 

De Niro and Ben Stiller shot on location 
throughout the town of Oyster Bay for
the blockbuster Meet The Parents (2000) 
and Jim Carrey fi lmed throughout the 
island–most memorably on a Montauk 
beach–in the award-winning Eternal 
Sunshine of the Spotless Mind (2004).  

Not only are The Hamptons home to 
Hollywood stars in real life, they also
serve as movie locations, for Woody
Allen’s revered Annie Hall, Jack Nicholson 
and Diane Keaton’s Something’s Gotta
Give and Adam Sandler’s Netfl ix comedy, 
The Week Of. 

Long Island is home to two state-of-the-art 
movie studios in Bethpage. Both Grumman 
and Gold Coast Studios have housed 
dozens of A-List stars and blockbuster hits 
including The Avengers, Men in Black 3, 
Salt, John Wick, The Week Of, Oceans 8, 
The Amazing Spider-Man 2, Sisters, The 
Bourne Legacy and more!

Travel Back to a Bygone Era on 
Long Island’s Gold Coast, home to 
grand estates once frequented by 
society’s Who’s Who, and now 
open to visitors who can relive 
glamorous times immortalized by 
the classic novel, The Great Gatsby.
These opulent mansions with lavish 
interiors are currently offering 
tours and events:

OHEKA CASTLE
Towering majestically over one of Long 
Island’s highest points, Oheka captures  
the elegant refinement of a chateau in 
France, with world-class service and a  
rich, distinctly American history. 

Financier and philanthropist, Otto 
Hermann Kahn built OHEKA castle a 
century ago, as the second largest privately 
owned home ever constructed in America. 
(OHEKA is a blend of the initial letters in 
Kahn’s name). Kahn used the 
109,000-square-foot estate to host lavish 
parties for royalty, heads of state and stars.

Following a $30-million restoration, Oheka 
is an internationally prestigious wedding 
venue and a frequent backdrop for music, 
television and film productions.

OLD WESTBURY GARDENS
Magnificent Old Westbury Gardens features 
a lavish English-style house and 200 acres 
of formal gardens. The landscape changes 
by the week and seasons. Old Westbury 
transports you to a different era while you 
explore its formal gardens, landscaped 
grounds, woodlands, ponds and lakes. 

Completed by an English designer in 1906, 
Old Westbury Gardens was the home of 
U.S. steel heir John S. Phipps, Margarita 
Grace Phipps, whose family started the 
Grace Shipping line, and their children. The 
mansion is an homage to Margarita’s old 
family estate in Battle Abbey.  Old 
Westbury Gardens’ beautiful architectural 
and floral garden design can be seen on 
guided tours. 

SANDS POINT PRESERVE  
Sands Point Preserve is located on the 
original Guggenheim estate in Sands Point 
-- the community that inspired the fictional 
“East Egg” in The Great Gatsby. Sands 
Point’s name derives from a historic family 
lineage traced to Robert de Sandys, born in 
Rottenby Castle in England in 1379.

It’s home to four mansions: Hempstead 
House, Castle Gould, Falaise and Mille 
Fleurs. Hempstead House illustrates the 
extraordinary lifestyle of the 1920s and ‘30s, 
when grand parties drew world-class artists 
and gatherings of the powerful elite. Castle 
Gould, modeled after Ireland’s Kilkenny 
Castle, was the first of the mansions built 
on the estate. Falaise harks back to the 
Medieval and Renaissance periods. It is 
furnished with antiques, many from the 
16th and 17th centuries. The 216-acre park 
and preserve are open to explore a time 
rich in culture and distinctive architecture. 

EAGLE’S NEST ESTATE
William K. Vanderbilt II was heir to one of 
America’s greatest fortunes. He traveled 
the world collecting marine and cultural 
artifacts for the museum and mansion he 
built in the early 1900s. His Eagle’s Nest 
mansion is the centerpiece of the 43-acre 
Vanderbilt Museum Complex on the 
waterfront in Centerport. 

Eagle’s Nest was built by renowned 
architects Warren & Wetmore, designers  
of New York City’s Grand Central Station. 
Filled with priceless art and furnishings,  
the stunning 24-room Spanish-Revival style 
mansion offers an intimate look at the life 
of a privileged family from the Jazz Age 
through WWII. Listed on the National 
Register of Historic Places, Eagle’s Nest  
is a time capsule with decor and artwork 
preserved as the Vanderbilt family left it,  
a present day “living museum” for visitors 
looking to travel back in time. 

Additional preserved estates on Long 
Island’s Gold Coast include the Mansion at 
Glen Cove, the Childs Frick Estate (Nassau 
County Museum of Art in Roslyn Harbor), 
Mill Neck Manor, and Coe Hall at Planting 
Fields Arboretum State Historic Park in 
Oyster Bay.  

Old Westbury Gardens

Sands Point Park and Preserve
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Playgrounds by the Sea

SUN, SAND AND SURF
Long Island is known for its famed 
coastline featuring miles of pristine 
beaches and scenic parks. Whether 
activities such as swimming, 
fishing, hiking high wooded bluffs 
or biking oceanfront paths pique 
your interest, or if you’re looking 
for a place to simply soak up some 
sun, Long Island’s shoreline is 
easily accessible and adventure-
packed. The North Shore’s high, 
scenic bluffs brood over the Long 
Island Sound and boast rocky 
beaches and calmer waters while 
the South Shore meets the Atlantic 
Ocean with miles of smooth white 
sand and waves that attract 
surfers from around the globe. 

The North Shore’s Sunken Meadow State 
Park in Kings Park draws family crowds to 
a boardwalk, food concession and beach 
on calm Long Island Sound waters. It 
offers wooded barbecue areas and scenic 
bluff-top hiking. The North Fork’s Orient 
Beach State Park features a rare maritime 
forest and a beach on Gardiner’s Bay. Four 
lighthouses can be seen from the park 
where you can also get your Lighthouse 
Passport Stamped. A ferry ride away from 
Greenport or Sag Harbor takes you to 
lovely Crescent Beach (and known as 
Sunset Beach) on Shelter Island.

Located on the South Shore, Jones Beach 
State Park in Wantagh offers 6.5 miles 
of white sand beaches and plays host to 
nearly 6 million visitors each year. Swim 
and sunbathe by the crashing Atlantic surf 
or take a dip in Zach’s Bay. Walk, run, roller 
blade or bike on the two-mile boardwalk 
or stay late to fish from the pier and take 
in an evening concert at the 15,000-seat 
Northwell Health at Jones Beach Theater. 
Only a few miles away is Long Beach, 
home to a famous 2.2-mile boardwalk 
and Atlantic Ocean beach. With easy LIRR 

access year-round, Long Beach attracts 
sunbathers, volleyball players, joggers, 
kayakers and surfers. 

Celebrity-studded Main Beach in 
East Hampton and Coopers Beach in 
Southampton have both been rated 
number one in the nation in different 
years by international beach expert 
Stephen P. Leatherman of Florida 
International University – a.k.a. “Dr. 
Beach.” Be aware both are considered 
“local” beaches and require a parking 
fee, but you can bike there or take a 
hotel shuttle. Each year, surfers flock to 
Montauk Point State Park and legendary 
Ditch Plains where waves reach record 

heights for the eastern seaboard.   

Wildwood State Park in Wading River on  
the North Shore features high bluffs 
overlooking a calm Long Island Sound 
beach, and Robert Moses State Park on 
the South Shore boasts nearly five miles 
of beachfront and crashing Atlantic surf. 
Fire Island, designated a federal National 
Seashore, is a 32-mile-long barrier island 
located just across the Great South Bay 
from mainland Long Island. Its 17 small 
communities, which are mainly accessible 
from the mainland by passenger ferry and 
between communities by water taxies (no 
passenger cars are permitted), are known for 
their sparkling beaches and lively nightlife.

Greenport Harbor Brewing Co. has two 
brewing locations to choose from – its 
original on Carpenter Street in Greenport 
and a new bottling plant/tasting room  
in Peconic. The Peconic location also 
features a new restaurant with “bites” 
including duck spring rolls, the “naked” 
lobster roll and fish & chips battered with 
the brewery’s Tidal Lager. The seasonal 
favorite for pairing: Leaf Pile Ale.

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Historic and iconic, Long Island lighthouses and windmills are relics of 
the past representing hope for the present. Built along Long Island’s 
craggy shores, lighthouses have been guiding ships at sea for 
centuries. Visitors can walk up lighthouse steps to see magnificent 
vistas and learn about the importance of our maritime history. 
Windmills across Long Island are wondrous, charming focal points  
of their communities, and a teaching moment for kids to learn  
about the possibilities of wind power.    

LIGHTHOUSES

Fire Island Lighthouse: Since the original tower was built in 1826, the Fire Island 
Light was the first sight of land upon arrival to America for many European 
immigrants. Learn the history of the lighthouse during the 182-step tower tour to 
168 feet above sea level with 360-degree views of the ocean, Fire Island and the 
bays of Long Island. (On a clear day you can see the NYC skyline.) Take a walk from 
neighboring Robert Moses State Park leading up to the lighthouse to explore nature 
trails of the barrier island. Experience the Keeper’s Quarters interactive exhibits 
and view the First Order Fresnel Lens that was active from 1858, when the second 
lighthouse was constructed, to 1933. 

Montauk Point Lighthouse: The oldest lighthouse in New York State and the fourth 
oldest lighthouse in the United States, the Montauk Point Light was authorized by 
the Second Congress under President George Washington in 1792. Climb the top for 
360-degree views extending out to Block Island and the Atlantic Ocean. The light 
flashes every five seconds and can be seen from a distance of 19 nautical miles.

& Historic Windmills
LANDMARK LIGHTHOUSES

Long Beach Bar “Bug” Lighthouse: A 
historic and welcoming symbol of Long 
Island’s maritime culture, The Bug Light 
helped mariners navigate around the 
sandbar between Orient Harbor and 
Gardiner’s Bay and also welcomed travelers 
to Peconic Bay. Take a cruise out to the 
Victorian structure of the lighthouse for  
a picturesque moment on the water. 

Lighthouses of Southold: Sailors, 
fishermen, ferries and boating enthusiasts 
still use the Southold lighthouses as 
landmarks and navigation aids. Besides 
Bug Light the active lighthouses include 
Plum Island, Orient Point, Latimer Reef, 
Little Gull, Race Rock, Horton Point and 
North Dumpling.

Corwith Windmill, Water Mill: 
Travel through history inside this historic 
windmill, viewing the machinery of the 
past. James Corwith used the mill to grind 
grain until 1868. 

Stony Brook Grist Mill: Dating back to 1751, 
the Stony Brook Grist Mill was the center of 
community life. Walk through the workings 
of an active grist mill and see the life of 
a diff erent era. As recently as the 1940s, 
farmers brought their wheat and corn to 
be ground at the mill.

Old Hook Windmill, East Hampton: Open 
to visitors daily, the Old Hook Windmill was 
built in 1806 and was in operation for over 
100 years. 

Hayground Windmill, East Hampton: 
The historic building was constructed in 
1801. Visitors can explore inside to fi nd 
machinery from its days as an operating 
windmill.

AMERICA’S FIRST SPY RING 
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Did you know that the hit AMC series TURN was 
based on actual events that took place on Long 
Island during the late 1700s? General George 
Washington personally credited the Long Island 
spy ring with helping win the American Revolution. 
Aft er the Redcoats captured Long Island early in 
the war, the Culper Spy Ring risked its lives working 
undercover in close proximity to British military 
headquarters in New York. Historic sites on Long 
Island’s North Shore take you back to the days of 
1778 when Long Island was a hotbed of intrigue 
under British military occupation. 

CENTER OF SPY ACTIVITY
Take a Tri-Spy Tour that includes walking, biking and kayaking or a 
Discovery cruise of the Stony Brook/Setauket area. This part of the 
Long Island Heritage Trail was the center of spy activity during the 
Revolution. The spies here supplied General George Washington 
with the information needed to prevent the British from capturing 
Newport, Rhode Island. Whaleboat man Caleb Brewster carried 
messages across Long Island Sound where Benjamin Tallmadge, 
leader of the ring, waited to deliver them to Washington’s 
headquarters. Visit the Brewster House in East Setauket, the 
tavern where Joseph Brewster entertained (and spied on) British 
troops. See where the British had a garrison quartered during the 
Battle of Setauket, which was fought near Setauket Presbyterian 
Church, then stop in at the Thompson House to see some of the 
spies’ names written in a doctor’s ledger. Have lunch at Mirabelle 
Tavern at the Three Village Inn, rumored to be haunted by a 
young girl accused of treason during the war. 

BRITISH OCCUPATION AND SECRET SPIES
Discover the fascinating tale of one of America’s most important 
secret spies, Robert Townsend (Culper Jr.) at the Townsend family 
home, which nowadays houses Raynham Hall Museum in Oyster 
Bay. Lunch in Huntington Village and hike and fi sh nearby at 
Target Rock National Wildlife Refuge, which gets its name from 
a large rock there that the Redcoats used for target practice.

EXECUTION ROCKS
Take a boat excursion to Execution Rocks light station, a legendary 
place located in the Long Island Sound off  Sands Point. This 
remote island got its name because British colonial authorities are 
said to have executed rebels by chaining them to the rocks at low 
tide, allowing the rising water to drown them. (As added torture, 
the bones of those previously executed were left for the new 
captives to contemplate.) From April to November a one-hour 
tour by Port Washington Water Taxi leaves from the town dock on 
Main Street. Return to dine at a waterfront restaurant and enjoy 
artisan shopping in the busy village.   

AMERICAN RESISTANCE
Visit the Huntington Militia Arsenal to see what life was like for the 
common soldier and his family during the Revolutionary War. Also 
nearby in Huntington is the 1750 David Conklin Farmhouse, which 
survived the advance of the British who overtook the town during 
the American Revolution. See where Sybil Conklin lived with her 
children while her husband, David, was held prisoner by the British. 
Then explore history at the Huntington Historical Society’s Soldiers 
and Sailors Memorial Building on Main Street. 

GEORGE WASHINGTON SLEPT HERE
Visit Sagtikos Manor in West Bay Shore. British soldiers and top 
ranking offi  cers stayed at the manor during the Revolution. After 
the war, President George Washington toured the area to thank 
the loyal Patriots, and according to his personal journal, also 
spent the night at Sagtikos Manor.

Long Island’s history is rich and 
fi lled with the tales of many 
famous Americans who have called 
our island home. You can explore 
the many landmarks that celebrate 
our storied past.  

Sagamore Hill National Historic Site, 
Oyster Bay, is the place President 
Theodore Roosevelt called home from 
1885 until his passing a century ago in 
1919. Abstract Expressionist painter 
Jackson Pollock created his famous 
poured-painting masterpieces at his 
East Hampton home, now the Pollock-
Krasner House & Study Center. 

Walt Whitman, one of the nation’s 
greatest poets, was born in and wrote 
his fi rst poetry in what is now the Walt 
Whitman Birthplace State Historic Site 
and Interpretive Center. The Joseph 
Lloyd Manor House, Lloyd Harbor, was 
home to Jupiter Hammon, America’s fi rst 
published African-American poet. 

Travel along Route 25A, the Long 
Island Heritage Trail, which served as 
the center of spy activity for the American 
Revolution. President George Washington 
traveled this same route in a 1790 horse-
drawn carriage tour on a mission to thank 
his Long Island supporters and spy ring 
for their help in winning the American 
Revolution. For a look into Long Island’s 
past, visit the Three Village Historical 
Society, Sagtikos Manor, Conklin House, 
Brewster House and Raynham Hall. 

Flanders’ white, duck-shaped building–
once a duck farmer’s poultry store–is an 
East End icon and a classic example of 
roadside architecture listed in the National 
Register of Historic Places. At The Big 
Duck, you can get tourism information 
and pick up “duck-a-bilia” souvenirs. 
Adjacent buildings house the LI Duck 
Farming exhibit and museum.

To learn more about Suff olk County’s 
historically signifi cant agricultural region, 
visit the Suff olk County Historical Society 
Museum. It’s a trove of Indian artifacts, 

crafts, furniture, fi ne arts and more, and 
also features a research library and gift 
shop. Visit the Shinnecock Nation Cultural 
Center and Museum to learn the history of 
a proud people who have inhabited the 
region for 10,000 years.

Travel back to the horse-and-carriage era 
at Old Bethpage Village Restoration – a 
living history museum recreating life in 
a pre-Civil War farm village. The Village 
consists of 36 buildings dating from 1660 
through 1865, including an inn, store and 
church. Events include The Long Island 
Fair in September and Candle Light 
Evenings in December. 

Continue your journey to the past at 
the St. James General Store, a National 
Historic Landmark, in operation since 
1857. Stock up on 19th century-style 
merchandise, old-fashioned candy, toys 
and more. 

MUSEUMS THAT TELL A 
COLORFUL STORY AND KEEP 
A RICH CULTURAL PAST 
The Nassau County Museum of Art 
presents exhibitions in the restored 
Neo-classical style mansion on the 
former estate of Childs Frick, son of U.S. 
Steel o-founder Henry Clay Frick. 

The Heckscher Museum of Art boasts a 
permanent collection of European and 
American paintings, sculpture, drawings 
and prints. The Long Island Museum of 
American Art, History & Carriages tells the 

story of transportation before the 
automobile and showcases works by Stony 
Brook’s William Sidney Mount. Guild Hall of 
East Hampton exhibits works by legendary 
19th, 20th and 21st century artists who lived 
on the East End of Long Island.

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Long Island was indispensible in 
the birth of aviation, the Cold War 
defense industry and the space 
race. The history of these eff orts 
comes alive at museums. You can 
pay homage to the men and 
women who served their country 
at memorials in Nassau and 
Suff olk counties.

HISTORY OF AVIATION
Early aviators such as Charles Lindbergh 
are celebrated at Museum Row’s Cradle 
of Aviation Museum, where exhibits 
range from hot air balloons to a genuine 
lunar module. 

VINTAGE WARBIRDS AND TANKS
Continue Long Island’s aviation story at 
the American Airpower Museum, “where 
history takes fl ight.” See and even ride 
in operating WW II aircraft built on Long 
Island, which include the P-47 Thunderbolt.  

The Museum of American Armor at Old 
Bethpage Village Restoration is a home 
to over 30 operational armor vehicles 
that present American military heritage.

SALUTING AMERICA’S VETERANS
Nassau and Suff olk counties have 
erected memorials and monuments 
honoring the service and sacrifi ce of 
Long Island veterans.  

Veterans Memorial Plaza at Eisenhower 
Park off ers a peaceful environment by the 
park lake to honor veterans, living and 
deceased; Gold Star Parents of deceased 
veterans; doctors and nurses who served 
in war; victims of 9/11 terrorist attacks 
and more.

MEMORIALS IN SUFFOLK COUNTY
Vietnam Veterans Memorial Park is 
located in Suff olk County, at the Bald Hill 
Scenic Overlook on Patchogue-Mt. Sinai 
Rd., Farmingville. (Rte. 83). Constructed in 
1991 on one of Long Island’s highest points, 
it aff ords a view of Suff olk County for miles 
in every direction. A 100-foot-tall red, white 

and blue tapered spire acknowledges 
the service and sacrifi ce of all Vietnam 
Veterans.  

Armed Forces Plaza, located near Suff olk 
County’s H. Lee Dennison Building on 
Veterans Memorial Highway, Hauppauge 
is a monument to those who served 
during the Korean War (1950-‘53) and other 
confl icts. The monument includes a map 
of Korea and statues of a soldier and a 
nurse; a World War II monument with a 
granite Map of the World and the Wall of 
Honor, with 32 bronze plaques of major 
U.S. confl icts. The site also includes a 
Vietnam memorial and a 9/11 memorial.

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FISHING & BOATING Scenic Trails
INSTAGRAM-WORTHY
While most weekenders fl ock to the beach during 
the summer, in-the-know adventure seekers and 
exercise enthusiasts are snapping Instagram worthy 
vistas of their pre- and post- beach activities. 
Whether you are on the hunt for a scenic jaunt 
through Gatsby-style estates or trekking through 
a 300-year old Sunken Forest, Long Island’s unique 
hiking trails will earn some major social media 
bragging rights for you this season. Here is our 
go-to trail guide – get your cameras ready! 

SANDS POINT PRESERVE
Hidden alongside the Long Island Sound is the 216-acre park, 
Sands Point Preserve. Embodying the grandeur and elegance of 
Long Island’s famed Gold Coast, the preserve dates back to an 
early 20th century estate. If you’re a fan of literature, then you 
might recognize the Sands Point location as the famed “East 
Egg” of F. Scott Fitzgerald’s novel, The Great Gatsby. In addition 
to historic mansions, the park features six trails that run through 
woods and gardens to panoramas of scenic cliff s and rocky 
beaches. Perfect for that Insta selfi e! Trails 3 to 6 take visitors 
all around the beautiful grounds of Castle Gould and 
Hempstead House with views of Long Island Sound. 

MUTTONTOWN PRESERVE
Muttontown Preserve is known for its beautiful nature walks 
amid wild fl owers and woodlands. This preserve features 
emerging colors and life for all four seasons as participants 
view the many things nature has to off er. While walking along 
the 550-acres of fi elds and ponds, visitors will see the Chelsea 
Estate, which is listed on the National Register of Historic 
Places. This is a great spot for a snapshot of the estate peeking 
through the wildfl owers and woodlands. As you hike among 
towering apple trees and wild violets, you may come across 
the crumbling ruins of King Zog’s Estate.

SUNKEN MEADOW STATE PARK
Venture onto a three-mile shoreline hiking trail with opportunities 
for biking, horseback riding and water sports. On the boardwalk, 
stop for a photo of the majestic bluff s on Long Island Sound. 
Then, take the stairs to the beach to hike along the shore and 
maybe dip your toes in the refreshing brine. After your hike, stay 
a while and picnic on the pebble beach with panoramic views of 
Connecticut across the Sound.

ROBERT MOSES STATE PARK
Hike the state park known as the gateway to Fire Island – making 
footprints in the sand along the beach or walking the three-

quarter mile trail through the dunes to the Fire Island 
Lighthouse. Discover the sights, sounds and scents of Fire 
Island, a unique barrier island community. The lighthouse 
was restored in the 1980s to its 1939 condition, placed on 
the National Register of Historic Places, and today is a 
working aid to navigation. Experience Fire Island’s natural 
beauty and maritime history exhibit center at the end of 
your hiking trail. Have your camera ready because you will 
want to capture every moment.

SAILORS HAVEN/SUNKEN FOREST
For a truly unique hike, take the Sayville Ferry to Sailors 
Haven on Fire Island and explore The Sunken Forest. Hidden 
between sand dunes, this maritime holly forest is a unique 
ecological community with a collection of very rare plants. 
The trail is a one-and-a-half-mile long boardwalk. Rest at the 
snack bar with picnic tables at Sailors Haven.

HEMPSTEAD LAKE STATE PARK
Home to one of the largest lakes in Nassau County, 
Hempstead Lake State Park off ers hiking trails alongside 
three ponds that are accessible for fi shing. Shaded picnic 
areas and a historic hand-carved carousel adorn this tranquil 
state park. Recreate that famous Instagram-worthy pic with 
the carousel along your hike. Visit during the fall season as 
the leaves change color from green to orange making it 
the prettiest scenery in town.

LONG ISLAND’S PREMIER VENUE 
NYCB LIVE’s Nassau Veterans Memorial 
Coliseum reopened to much fanfare after  
a $165 million renovation, resuming its 
status as Long Island’s premier venue for 
world-class sports and entertainment.  
The 14,500-seat venue hosts everything 
from sports events to concerts by music 
superstars such as Long Island’s Billy Joel!

MUSIC UNDER THE STARS
Rock and pop concerts are a summer 
fixture at 15,000-seat Northwell Health at 
Jones Beach Theater, an open-air stadium-
style venue on Zach’s Bay at Jones Beach 
State Park in Wantagh. Bring a blanket  
or lawn chair for seating at an outdoor 
summer concert or movie at The Harry 
Chapin Lakeside Theatre at Eisenhower 
Park in East Meadow. Concerts, plays and 
other live performances are offered at  
the BMHMC Amphitheater at Bald Hill  
in Farmingville.

THEATER IN THE ROUND
For a unique spin on live entertainment, 
see a show at NYCB Theatre at Westbury, 

a 3,000-seat theatre-in-the-round, which 
attracts well-known performers. 

DINNER AND A SHOW
Many live performing arts venues are 
located in Long Island downtowns, some 
inside former movie palaces and vaudeville 
stages, which have been restored with 
state-of-the-art equipment and plush 
seating. Dine at a local restaurant, then 
walk to a theater for a rock concert, a 
Broadway musical or cabaret.  

The newest venue is The Argyle Theatre in 
Babylon Village, a former cinema 
renovated for year-round professional 
Equity productions of Broadway musicals. 

Downtown theaters include The 
Paramount in Huntington, The Suffolk 
Theater and the Vail-Leavitt Music Hall in 
Riverhead, The YMCA Bolton Center for 
the Performing Arts in Bay Shore, The 
Space at Westbury, The Jeanne Rimsky 
Theater at Landmark on Main Street in 
Port Washington, the Westhampton 
Beach Performing Arts Center, the 
Patchogue Theatre for the Performing 
Arts, Theatre Three in Port Jefferson,  
The Smithtown Center for the Performing 
Arts and The Noel S. Ruiz Theatre at CM 
Performing Arts Center in Oakdale.	

BROADWAY ON LONG ISLAND
Professional theater is presented on a 
year-round schedule. The non-profit 
Performing Arts Center of Suffolk County 

produces shows at The Gateway in 
Bellport, the Island’s oldest professional 
regional playhouse, and The Patchogue 
Theatre for the Performing Arts. The John 
W. Engeman Theater at Northport also 
presents professional Broadway-quality 
musicals. On the East End, stars of 
Broadway, the movies and television strut 
the boards at Guild Hall in East Hampton, 
and at Bay Street Theatre in Sag Harbor.
CLASSICAL MUSIC, DANCE & DRAMA
The Tilles Center for the Performing Arts 
on the campus of LIU Post in Brookville is 
an elite performance venue, hosting a  
wide variety of concerts and events. The 
Staller Center for the Arts at Stony Brook 
University presents classical music, jazz, 
comedy and circus acrobats. Old Westbury 
Gardens also hosts classical concerts, both 
indoors and outdoors. The Carriage House 
Players present dramas at The Suffolk 
County Vanderbilt Museum in Centerport.

COLLEGE THEATERS
The Five Towns Performing Arts Center 
presents Broadway musicals, drama and 
other entertaining fare at the college in Dix 
Hills. Performance halls are also located at 
Hofstra University in Hempstead, Adelphi 
University in Garden City and Molloy
