15 to 20 min:  $10 Adult/$7 Children 2-12
This tour covers the 1859 Jail and Marshal Home, see the 
oldest courthouse still standing West of the Mississippi, see 
where the pioneers lined up to head west and had prayer 
services. See where Harry S. Truman had his first job, and 
learn how “Wild” got into Bill Hickok’s name.

City Limits Tour 
45 min: $25 Adult/$7 Children 2-12
This tour covers the above plus takes you all the way to 
the city limits of 1845, Bess Truman’s birth home, ride on 
the actual Oregon Trail through wagon swales.  Learn how 
the boarder wars began between Kansas and Missouri, 
the Marshal Plan, order #11, discover how a painting 
destroyed a mighty general, how Frank James ended up 
in the 1859 Jail and why the cell was never locked.

Full City Tour 
90 minutes: $35 Adult/$7 Children 2-12
This tour (2.8 miles), covers all of the above plus both Civil 
War battlefields, see homes with bullet holes still in them.  
It includes a look at Cannon Hill where Cole Younger 
uniquely spied on the Union troops, the Truman Home and 
their love story.
